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I. Financing the Plan  
 

SAFETEA-LU requires each Long Range Transportation Plan demonstrate “fiscal 

constraint.”  In other words, the total cost of the plan is limited to the total revenue the 

metropolitan area expects to have available. SAFETEA-LU combines the continuation 

and improvement of current programs established by the former legislation for surface 

transportation, ISTEA and TEA-21.  It includes new initiatives to meet the challenges of 

increasing safety, reducing traffic congestion, improving efficiency in freight movement, 

increasing intermodal connectivity, and protecting the environment.  

 

The money is divided into different programs from which jurisdictions can apply for 

funding to complete projects.  The 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan must outline 

the different funding sources and expected amounts available to fund the transportation 

projects included in the plan.  For the purposes of the 2030 Long Range Transportation 

Plan, some general financial forecasting procedures have been produced. It is assumed 

throughout this plan the existing transportation programs will continue into the future.  In 

addition, all projected revenues and costs are based upon 2006 dollars.  

 

A. Available Revenue Sources: 

 

The following is a description of the various programs and funding sources available to 

the Metropolitan Planning Area (MPO): 

 

1. Federal  

 Interstate Maintenance (IM): Reconstruction, maintenance, and improvements 

to the forty-six thousand (46,000) mile Dwight D. Eisenhower National System of 

Interstate and Defense Highways are funded through a twenty-five and two tenths 

(25.2) billion dollar program through 2009.  These funds are distributed based on 

each state’s lane-miles of interstate routes open to traffic, vehicle-miles traveled 

on those interstates routes, and contributions to the Highway Account of the 
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Highway Trust Fund attributable to commercial vehicles.  The states of Iowa, 

Nebraska, and South Dakota will receive approximately $65,095,149, 

$42,112,496, and $34,325,419, respectively, annually over the six (6) years of the 

Act.  

 

 National Highway System (NHS):  Roadways eligible for this funding include 

rural and urban roads serving major population centers, other rural and urban 

principal arterials, the interstate system, international border crossings, intermodal 

transportation facilities, and major travel destinations. Other areas of eligible 

funding include publicly owned bus terminals; infrastructure – based Intelligent 

Transportation Systems capital improvements; natural habitat mitigation; 

environmental restoration and pollution abatement to minimize the impact of 

transportation projects; and control noxious weeds and establishment of native 

species. The NHS program is funded at $30.5 billion dollars through 2009. These 

funds are distributed based on a formula that includes each state’s lane miles of 

principal arterials (excluding Interstate), vehicle-miles traveled on those arterials, 

diesel fuel used on the state’s highways, and per capital principal arterial lane-

miles. The states of Iowa, Nebraska and South Dakota will receive approximately 

$96,393,377; $74,124,513 and $67,286,848 respectively annually over the six (6) 

years of the Act.  

 

 Surface Transportation Program (STP):  Projects eligible for funding under 

this program include: construction, reconstruction, and rehabilitation (major 

resurfacing) on any federal-aid highway including those NHS routes, rural minor 

collector, bridge projects on bridges carrying a federal bridge number, public 

transit capital projects, enhancement projects, and public bus terminals and 

facilities.  SAFETEA-LU expanded eligibilities to include advanced truck stop 

electrification systems; high accident/high congestion intersections; 

environmental restoration and pollution abatement; control of noxious weeds and 

aquatic noxious weeds; and establishment of native species. Funding provided for 

the STP though 2009 is $32.5 billion dollars.  Funds are distributed based on each 
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state’s lane miles of Federal-aid highway, total vehicle-miles traveled on those 

federal-aid highways, and estimated contributions to the Highway Account of the 

Highway Trust Fund. The States of Iowa, Nebraska, and South Dakota will 

receive approximately $93,955,405, $64,028,999, and $44,344,099, respectively, 

annually over the six (6) years of the Act.   

 

 Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Program (HBRRP): 

Because the country’s bridges continue to deteriorate, SAFETEA-LU has 

authorized $21.6 billion dollars for assistance for eligible bridges located on any 

public road. The previous requirement in TEA-21 that each state spend at least 15 

percent (15%) of its bridge apportionment for bridges on public roads that are not 

federal-aid highways is retained, but the 35 percent (35%) cap was removed in 

SAFETEA-LU. Eligible activities are expanded in SAFETEA-LU to include 

systematic preventative maintenance on federal-aid and non-federal-aid highway 

systems. The States of Iowa, Nebraska, and South Dakota will receive 

approximately $64,673,070, $30,406,814 and $12,418,288, respectively, annually 

over the six (6) years of the Act.  

 

 Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement (CMAQ):  SAFETEA-

LU continues the CMAQ program. Funding provided for the CMAQ program 

through 2009 is $8.6 billion dollars. Funds can be used for public transit 

improvements, travel demand management strategies, traffic improvements, and 

public fleet conversions to cleaner fuel.  The funds are distributed based on a 

formula that considers an area’s population by county and the severity of its air 

quality problems within the non-attainment or maintenance areas. The states of 

Iowa, Nebraska, and South Dakota will receive approximately $8,501,486 per 

state annually over the six (6) years of the Act.  These funds can only be spent in 

a county designated as maintenance or non-attainment area. If there is not a non-

attainment area within the state, the state can utilize the money for projects that 

reduce emissions, such as the Iowa Clean Air Attainment Program (ICAPP).  
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 FTA Section 5307, 5309, 5310, 5316 and 5317 Programs: The Federal Transit 

Administration (FTA) administers funds to state and local governments for 

operation of and capital assistance for public transit activities. FTA Section 5307 

capital funds are allocated annually on a formula basis and have averaged around 

$1.2 million dollars for Sioux City Transit System. It is expected this amount will 

increase by approximately 5 percent (5%) a year over the six (6) years of 

SAFETEA-LU.  For areas of 50,000 to 199,999 in population, the formula is 

based on population and population density. For areas with populations 200,000 

and more, the formula is based on a combination of bus revenue vehicle miles, 

bus passenger miles, fixed revenue miles, and fixed route miles as well as 

population and population density.  

 

FTA 5309 capital funds are discretionary funds and are for special projects. The 

annual amount of funding under this program varies from year to year. In the last 

ten years, over $15,000,000 have been received for various projects including 

$12+ million for the Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Multimodal Transportation 

Center. It is also the primary source of funds used to procure new capital 

equipment like buses, security cameras etc.  

 

The Sioux City Transit System also receives Section 5310 funds. Section 5310 

funds support transit system providing service to elderly and disabled persons.  In 

2005, the Sioux City transit system received $50,000 in 5310 funds. This amount 

is expected to increase 5 percent (5%) a year over the six (6) years of SAFETEA-

LU.  

 

With the SAFETEA-LU bill, the formerly discretionary Job Access and Reverse 

Commute (JARC) program has now been made a formula program under Section 

5316 of the United States Code. New Freedoms is also now a formula program 

under Section 5317 of the U.S. Code. Like Section 5307 funds, the programs are 

allocated based on the size of the areas being served with 200,000 serving as the 

population breakpoint that determines the method of fund allocation whether via 
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direct distribution or state distribution to urban areas and a set 20% figure 

reserved for non-urbanized areas. 

  

 Federal Enhancement Funds:  The Transportation Enhancement set-aside under 

SAFETEA-LU is a major source of funding for bicycle and pedestrian facilities. 

Ten percent (10%) of the STP fund is set aside for bicycle and pedestrian projects, 

safety education activities for pedestrian and bicyclists, establishment of 

transportation museums, projects to reduce vehicle-caused wildlife mortality, 

environmental projects and historical projects.  This means the State of Iowa will 

set aside approximately $9,395,540 in enhancement funds, the State of Nebraska 

will set aside approximately $6,402,899, and in South Dakota approximately 

$4,434,409 will be set aside for enhancement funds.  

 

 Safe Routes to Schools:  Safe Routes to School is a new program under 

SAFETEA-LU.  The purpose of the program is to enable and encourage primary 

and secondary school children to walk and bicycle to school.  Funds from the 

program are allocated to the states based on their relative share of total enrollment 

in primary and middle schools, but no state will receive less than one (1) million 

dollars.  Eligible projects include infrastructure related projects such as sidewalk 

improvements, traffic calming and speed reduction improvements, pedestrian and 

bicycle crossing improvements, on-street bicycle facilities, off-street bicycle and 

pedestrian facilities, bicycle parking, and traffic diversion improvements.  Each 

state must set aside at a minimum 10 percent (10%) and not more than 30 percent 

(30%) of the funds for non-infrastructure related activities that encourage 

bicycling and walking to school.  These activities could include public awareness 

campaigns, outreach, and traffic education.  

 

 Other Federal Dollars:  Other Federal programs which may be utilized in 

funding the 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan include: Projects of National 

and Regional Significance program; The Recreational Trails program, 

Transportation, Community, and System Preservation program; Community 
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Development Block Grant Program (CDBG – Nebraska only); New Freedoms; 

and the Scenic Byways programs.  Obtaining federal earmarks is another method 

jurisdictions may use to fund various transportation projects. An earmark 

specifics funding for a specific project within an appropriations or authorization 

bill. A federal earmark may be obtained through a local delegation that identifies 

a project(s) and then submits this project to a Congress member, who then 

submits the request to the Appropriations committee for inclusion in the bill.  

 

2. State Funding 

 Road Use Tax:   This source of funding is utilized by Iowa, Nebraska, and South 

Dakota to support transportation improvements throughout the entire state. Part of 

the money maintained by Iowa, Nebraska, and South Dakota is used for ongoing 

maintenance and operations of the transportation system and to support intra city 

bus system improvements and new highway construction.  

 

 Transit Funding:  Iowa DOT, NDOR, and SD DOT provides funds for capital 

and operating assistance to local public transit operations.  In FY 2005, Iowa 

DOT provided $269,636 to Sioux City Transit System for operating funds. The 

amount of operating funds has increased over the last ten (10) years.  Iowa DOT 

also participates by providing matching funds for programs partially funded by 

FTA. Iowa DOT will typically provide up to 50 percent (50%) of the non-federal 

share of capital grants. This funding comes from the Road Use Tax.  

 

 Other State Funding: Other state funding programs which may be utilized 

during the development of the projects listed in the 2030 Long Range 

Transportation Plan include:  Statewide Enhancement Programs; Iowa Clean Air 

Attainment Program (ICAAP), Intelligent Transportation System (ITS Program), 

Aviation programs, Revitalize Iowa’s Sound Economy (RISE), Rail Programs, 

Recreational Trails Program,  and safety programs.  
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3. Local Funding 

 General Fund:  The general fund of the local city or county is the primary source 

of operation and maintenance funds. Money for capital investments on streets and 

highways may also come from the sale of bonds.  

 

 Transit Funding:  The City of Sioux City is the single largest source of operating 

funds for Sioux City Transit System, providing approximately 30 percent (30%) 

of the operating budget or $1.4 million annually.  The City of Sioux City also 

provides matching funds for capital and operating-assistance programs partially 

funded by FTA. This fund comes from the General Fund. Fare-box collection also 

assists with capital and operating funds.  

 

 Other Local Resources: Other Local funding resources which may be utilized 

during the development of the projects listed in the 2030 Long Range 

Transportation Plan include:   property taxes, fares or user fees, and special taxes 

and assessments.  

 

B.  Revenue Forecasting Methodologies: 
 

As mentioned previously, SAFETEA-LU requires the Long Range Transportation 

Plan be fiscally constrained.  In order to develop a fiscally constrained plan it is 

necessary to project the transportation revenues to the year 2030.  Each of the 

categories of transportation revenues for the SIMPCO MPO has been analyzed based 

on the FY 2000 – FY 2006 planning efforts as demonstrated in the approved 

Transportation Improvement Programs (TIP). For the state of Iowa the projections 

assume the STP, Transportation Enhancement, Transit 5307 funds, and Transit 5310 

funds will remain constant through 2030. Figure VIII – 1 below shows the projected 

revenue source for STP and Transportation Enhancement funds in Iowa from fiscal 

year 2007 to 2030.  The estimates are based on 2012 targets received by the Iowa 

DOT.  The figure shows that it has been estimated between fiscal years 2007 – 2010 
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the Iowa portion of the MPO will receive approximately $6.7 million dollars in STP 

funds and $548,000 in Transportation Enhancement funds.  In addition, it is estimated 

that between FY 2011 – 2020 and FY 2021 – 2030 the Iowa portion of the MPO will 

receive $18.7 million dollars in STP funds and approximately $1.4 million dollars in 

Transportation Enhancement funds for each decadal period.

It has been estimated that Sioux City Transit will receive $1.2 million dollars in 5307 

funds in 2007. This amount is estimated to increase by five percent (5%) a year 

through the course of SAFETEA – LU. Therefore it has been anticipated that Sioux 

City Transit will receive $1.4 million dollars by 2010 in 5307 funds. For the purposes 

of this document the $1.4 million dollars is estimated to stay constant from the years 
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2010 through 2030 which means the total estimated amount of 5307 funds is 

approximately $33.23 million dollars.  

 

For Section 5309 funds, an average of $4.1 million dollars per year has been received 

since the year 2000. This figure was carried out for the remainder of the plan horizon 

for simplicity. The total figure over the plan horizon is $98.4 million dollars. 5309 

funding levels are very difficult to predict and can easily be above or below the stated 

values. Any major new transit improvements, initiatives or other future capital 

requirements will most likely be provided via 5309 funds which are used to fill 

whatever gaps remain after accounting for formula 5307 and 5316 funds.   

 

In the case of Section 5310 funds, Sioux City Transit will receive approximately 

50,000. This amount is estimated to increase by five percent (5%) a year through the 

course of SAFETEA-LU. Therefore it has been estimated that Sioux City transit will 

receive approximately $58,000 by 2010 in 5310 funds. For the purposes of this 

document the $58,000 is estimated to stay constant from the years 2010 through 

2030, which means the total estimated amount of 5310 funds is approximately $1.3 

million dollars.  

 

For the other special needs programs like 5316, 5317 no projections are made given 

the difficulty in projecting funding. As of this writing, there are no concrete plans to 

pursue such funding. It is likely that as projects come up and more information is 

known about their details, the plan will be amended to reflect such developments. 

 

For the remaining revenue sources, an average was determined over the seven (7) 

year period FY 2000 through 2006, and then the average number, remaining constant, 

was projected out to 2030. For the special case of Interstate Maintenance funds, an 

additional $15,000,000 was projected given the planned major reconstruction of the 

Interstate 29 corridor through the metro area. It is thought by the MPO that 

application of this methodology should stand scrutiny as the Iowa DOT has started to 

program funds for the necessary I-29 design work.  The average revenue by funding 
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source from FY 2000 through 2006 is shown in Figure VIII.2 (page VIII-10) while 

the estimated revenue out from 2007 through 2030 is shown in Figure VIII.3 (page 

VIII-11).

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In January 2009 and again in January 2010, the MPO became aware of a possible 

economic stimulus package which would include investments in transportation.  

Funding of transportation projects through the states of Nebraska and South Dakota 

will be handled directly through the state. However, the state of Iowa plans on 

distributing economic stimulus funds through the method that highway federal aid is 

distributed. Currently, approximately two-thirds of highway federal aid is distributed 

to the Iowa DOT while the other one-third is distributed to cities, counties, and other 

local agencies through various processes and programs. It has been estimated that the 

SIMPCO MPO will receive $3,766,049 per fiscal year in economic stimulus funds.  

These funds will not require a local match.

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1. 2030 Revenue Forecasts 

Table VIII.2 (page VIII-44) shows the 2007 through 2030 revenue forecasts.  A total 

of $456,066,098 was estimated for roadway revenues and $173,044,500 for transit 

revenues.  These forecasts include federal, state, and local funds for Iowa, Nebraska 

and South Dakota.  

 

Transportation Enhancement Program revenue for Iowa was based on the 2012 

targets, while enhancement revenue for Nebraska and South Dakota was estimated 

based on an average of the known revenue from fiscal years 2000 through 2006.  The 

total estimated Transportation Enhancement revenue including local match is 

$22,011,652. Costs have not been determined for intermodal projects because of the 

difficulty in producing estimates for these types of projects.  

 

2. Proposed Transportation Projects 2007 - 2030 

Table VIII.1 (pages VIII-13-42) is a listing of the proposed transportation projects out 

to the year 2030.  This includes proposed Surface Transportation Projects, National 
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Highway System, Interstate Maintenance, Highway Bridge Replacement and 

Rehabilitation Program, Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Program/ Iowa’s 

Clean Air Attainment Program, Intelligent Transportation System, Federal Aid 

Highway/Rail Fund, Safety Program, Transportation Enhancement Program, 

Metropolitan Planning Program, and Illustrative Projects. Transportation projects 

from all three states are listed in Table VIII.1 (page VIII-13-42).  Transit projects out 

to the year 2030 can be found in Chapter IV of this plan.  Illustrative projects are 

those projects which do not have a federal funding source tied to them and will be 

paid by the project sponsor. It is possible the project sponsor may seek federal aid for 

these projects in the future. Federal aid may come from an application to a federal 

transportation program or from a federal earmark. 

 

It should be noted the listed proposed transportation projects are divided into the 

following fiscal years: 2007 through 2010, 2011 through 2020, and 2021 through 

2030.  It has been estimated the total cost of all listed roadway/highway/interstate 

projects out to the year 2030 will total $459,066,098 (federal aid all sources not 

including earmarks), while Transportation Enhancement projects have been estimated 

at $17,948,300 (includes local match) out to the year 2030.

Table VIII.2 (page VIII-42) FY 2007 through 2030 Financial Summary, shows the 

SIMPCO MPO transportation finances for the 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan.  

The table illustrates the estimated transportation resources and expenses from FY 2007 to 

FY 2030.  Resources are separated into roadway revenues, enhancement revenues, and 

transit revenues, while expenses are separated into roadway expenses, transportation 

enhancement expense, transit capital maintenance, and operating and unlisted roadway 

projects for the IA DOT, NE DOR, and SD DOT.  As noted earlier in this chapter, 

roadway revenues were estimated based on the FY 2000 through FY 2006 planning 

efforts as demonstrated in the approved Transportation Improvement Programs (TIP). 

The projections assume that for the state of Iowa, the STP, Transportation Enhancement, 

Transit 5307 funds, and Transit 5310 funds will remain constant through 2030. For the 

remaining revenue sources (Transit 5309 Funds, NHS, IM, HBRRP, CMAQ/ICAAP, 

ITS, Safety, Nebraska and South Dakota STP and TE), an average was determined over 

the seven (7) year period FY 2000 through 2006, and then the average number, remaining 

constant, projected out to 2030.   

 

Transportation expenses are based on the proposed transportation projects as listed in 

Table VIII.1 (page VIII-13) of this chapter. The total roadway expenses as listed in Table 

VIII.2 are estimated to be approximately $425,090,900. While there was an effort to list 

every possible roadway project between 2007 through 2030, it is recognized not every 

roadway transportation project is identified in Table VIII.1. Unforeseen transportation 

projects relating to preservation, maintenance, and replacing the existing roadways 

should be accounted for within the plan.  To address this issue, it has been estimated that 

a percentage of the roadway revenues will be used to fund unforeseen roadway expenses. 

As shown in Table VIII.2 it has been estimated approximately, 25 million dollars will go 

toward unlisted roadway projects in Iowa, approximately 38 million dollars in Nebraska 

and approximately 64 million dollars in South Dakota.  While the percentage of roadways 

on the Iowa portion of the MPO is greater than the percentage of roadways in the 

Nebraska and South Dakota portion of the MPO, a higher percentage of unlisted roadway 

project funds have been estimated for South Dakota and Nebraska. Although Nebraska 

and South Dakota do list DOT/DOR projects with Table VIII.1 (page VIII-13), they have 
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a projected higher percentage of unlisted roadway projects within the MPO thus causing 

larger amounts projected.  

 

In addition, it is important to note it is projected the transit system will use all of the 

estimated revenues for basic maintenance and operating of the current transit system. As 

stated in Chapter IV of this plan, the transit system does not plan on expanding routes or 

its operation. The table below shows a positive difference of $4,063,352 thus showing a 

fiscally constrained plan.
